GENERAL REGULATIONS 

 IAE – ITALY AIRSPACE EXPO –

The official name of the event is “IAE – ITALY AIRSPACE EXPO” , which is a trademark and cannot be used by third parties in any form, unless previously authorised in writing by the owner, FIERA ROMA SRL. The IAE trade fair event is a specialised show for the exhibition of business aviation,  Ground support equipment and services, Aircraft docking, Aircraft handling, Airfield service equipment, systems, Environmental control, Air Traffic control, Passenger Information technology, Security equipment, Floor and wall finishing, Seating and other furniture, Shops furnishings. Manufactures of business jets and very light jets. Manufactures of interior cabins.

Producers of inflight entertainment. Charter broker.

Aerospace design tools, aerodynamics and future aerospace design, materials and specialist services and engineering technologies, structural engineering, mechanical engineering, propulsion, fluid power systems, electrical, electronics and avionic systems, computer engineering. Radar Systems Baggage handling, Cargo Handling, Passenger Handling. 

Technical systems and services( airside), Aircraft maintenance, Airfield lighting, Bird control
the specialised technical press, as indicated in the “List of Exhibit Sectors Admitted to the Event”, set forth in Article 4 of these regulations.
2. ORGANISATION, DATES AND PLACE OF THE EVENT

IAE is organised by TRASCOM EXPO  Srl, with the collaboration and technical assistance of the Rome Trade Fair Srl administration and the operational offices of POLISTUDIO SRL. IAE  will be held at the trade fair of FIERA ROMA SRL from 30 november  to 2 december 2010.

3. HOURS OF THE EVENT

Exhibitor hours: from 9:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m.

Visitor Hours: from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

The organisation reserves the unquestionable right to modify the hours and, if necessary, the date of the event. Only Italian and foreign businessmen in possession of an invitation may have access to the event.

During open hours, Exhibitors must ensure their presence at exhibit stands.

3.1 DATES AND TIMES FOR INSTALLATION AND REMOVAL OF STANDS

Exhibitors and/or the firms entrusted by them for the installation and removal of their stand will be allowed access during the following hours: set up of stands from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  . Any night time installations must be agreed upon between the Exhibitor and the Technical Management of Fiera Roma Srl, establishing the manner and additional costs involved, which must be acknowledged directly by the Exhibitor in favour of Fiera Roma Srl.

Removal of stands will take place from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  
4. LIST OF EXHIBIT SECTORS ADMITTED TO THE EVENT

5. EXHIBITORS ADMITTED

The following Italian and Foreign businesses may exhibit at IAE.
- Companies whose activities fall within the subject of the event;

- Companies registered with the Chamber of Commerce or equivalent organisations for foreign companies;

Consortiums, Institutions and Organisations related to the subject sectors of the event may also be admitted as exhibitors. The admission of these organisations may be subject to specific regulations.

6. APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION

The Application for Admission is drawn up on special forms and must be regularly filled out and signed by the legal representative of the applicant company, with the company’s data. The Application must be complete with all of the information and documents requested, as indicated in these Regulations and may contain no reservations or conditions of any kind, under penalty of inadmissibility.

The Application for Admission must be sent to POLISTUDIO SRL – P.TTA SAN MICHELE 5/1 – Postal Code 35122 PADUA, within 30/04/2010
Applications for Admission that arrive after 30/04/2010 will be taken into consideration only if the event space is available.

All payments must be made as indicated on the Application for Admission form and as specified in Article 8. Payment of the registration fee and issue of the relative invoice(s) do not give the applicant the right to acceptance of his Application for Admission to the event. Requests for exhibit spaces of less than 16 m2 will not be accepted, except for technical press stands, which may occupy less space.

Admission to the event and consequent assignment of a stand, in accordance with Article 10 below, will take place compatibly with the availability of exhibit space and taking into account the type of products displayed, the manner in which they are marketed and the productive characteristics of the company. The chronological order of receipt of Applications for Admission will be adopted as the cut-off criteria. In any case, parties who are debtors of the Company for any reason whatsoever will in no wise be admitted to the event as exhibitors. The Company reserves the right to refuse admission to the event whenever it sees fit, in its own unquestionable judgement that the applicant does not satisfy the necessary requirements. Failure to accept the Application for Admission will not give the applicant any right to an indemnity or compensation of any kind, who will only be entitled to return of the amounts paid.

7. ACCEPTANCE OF THE REGULATIONS AND GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE EVENT

Upon signature of the Application for Admission, the Exhibitor makes a commitment to participate in the event in the stand assigned to him and to accept without reservations these General Regulations and, in particular, the criteria for assignment of the stands, as specified in Article 10 hereof, as well as the Technical Regulations and all additional prescriptions, modifications and exceptions to the General Regulations and Technical Regulations, which may be issued at any time by the Organiser and/or by Fiera Roma Srl, in the interest of the event.

8. PAYMENT OF THE REGISTRATION FEE, ADVANCE CAUTIONARY DEPOSIT AND TERMS OF PAYMENT

The Exhibitor is required to pay a registration fee of € 500.00 + VAT.

The Application for Admission, together with the copy of the bank transfer, bearing the bank’s stamp, must be sent to POLISTUDIO SRL – P.TTA SAN MICHELE 5/1 – 35122 PADUA. Payment of the registration fee of € 500.00 + VAT and the down payment on the participation fee of € 50.00 + VAT per m2 of indoor area requested, as well as the € 20.00 + VAT for each m2 of outdoor area requested must be received within 30/06/2010. The payment must be made by Bank Transfer. 
FURTHER ON WE WILL COMMUNICATE BANK DETAILS 
It is obligatory to indicate the reason for the payment: PARTICIPATION IN “IAE 30 November  2 december 2010 ” and the corporate name of the Company, as indicated in this application for admission.

Applications for Admission not accompanied by payment of the registration fee and down payment will not be taken into consideration.

If the Application is not accepted, the entire amount paid will be returned, without interest or accessory burdens.

The Exhibitor must pay the balance for the area and the registration fee for each company represented (€ 50.00 ea. + VAT) within 30/09/2010, against issue of a regular invoice.

Exhibitors who have not provided for the down payment and payment of the successive balance of the exhibition and installation fee (if requested) will not be permitted to enter the Exhibit area to set up their stand.

9. SERVICES INCLUDED IN THE FEE AND VARIOUS FLAT RATE SERVICES

The participation fee includes: registration fee of € 500.00 (+ VAT) and parking area at the rates. The exhibit fees are applied for the entire area of the stands occupied, with continuity in the perimeter, by the same firm.

10. ACCEPTANCE OF THE APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION AND ASSIGNMENT OF THE STAND

The Company will advise each exhibitor in writing of acceptance of their Application for Admission and subsequently of the consequent assignment of a stand. Exhibitors who have not paid the registration fee and advance cautionary deposit as indicated in Article 8, above, will not be admitted to the event. The assignment is valid only for the Exhibitor under whose name it was booked. It is not permissible to partially or totally transfer the assigned stand, even free of charge.

The Company is not bound by any requests for placement in a particular stand, nor by requests relative to the total exhibit area: these requests, formulated by the Exhibitor when filling out and/or sending the Application for Admission, or communicated successively, are understood as purely indicative and preferential and do not commit the Company in any way.

Assignment of the stands is performed by the Organiser, after consulting the Fiera Roma Srl Technical Office, on the basis of the capacity of the pavilions, the chronological order of the Applications for Admission, the general interests of the event and, where possible, taking into account the indications expressed by the applicant. Not only does the Organiser have the right to assign, in relation to their own unquestionable technical and organisational requirements, a different stand – in terms of area and location – than the one requested by the Exhibitor, but may always – where the circumstances justify it – modify the location of the stand initially assigned, vary its conformation and reduce its size, communicating these variations to the Exhibitor.

11. RENUNCIATION

In the event an exhibitor renounces to participation within 01/09/2010, the down payment indicated in Article 8 of these Regulations, deposited or still due, will be withheld and/or requested as an indemnity, providing the stand left free is assigned to another applicant; otherwise the Exhibitor will be required to pay the entire fee for participation and the registration fees indicated in the Application for Admission.

Renunciation after 1.09.2010 will authorise the Organisers to withhold the sums already paid and to demand payment of sums still due for payment of the entire participation fee and registration fees quoted in the Application for Admission.

12. CATALOGUE OF THE EVENT

The Organiser publishes the official catalogue of the event.

The information to be included in the Catalogue will be provided under the complete responsibility of the Exhibitor, using the special form for this purpose.

Although the Organiser guarantees the utmost diligence in filling out the Official Catalogue, any responsibility for errors and omissions is declined.

13. UNLOADING AND SHIPPING OF MATERIAL

The Exhibitor will pay for all operations relative to introduction into the Trade Fair Quarter, unloading, placement in the stand, dismounting and re-shipment of the machines and materials exhibited and installed.

14. TEMPORARY IMPORTS

Subject to the norms envisioned by laws in force, Exhibitors who have been assigned a stand may temporarily import the goods of foreign producers regularly reported on the Application for Admission. All relative burdens for the fulfilment of customs regulations will be for the account of the Exhibitor.

15. INSURANCE

FIERA ROMA S.r.l. requests:

- That the goods, materials, stand fixtures and equipment brought to the Fiera Roma Srl by Exhibitors be covered by an all-risk policy, with a renunciation of recourse against the operations office of Fiera Roma Srl, Fiera Roma SpA, against its associate and subsidiary companies and third parties, in any case, involved in the organisation of the Event.

- A Civil Responsibility Policy towards Third Parties. Fiera Roma Srl will provide for insurance coverage through a special convention.

The details and costs of ALL-RISK, Civil Responsibility and Organiser/Service Provider Responsibilities/Recourse, are indicated on the “INSURANCE” form, which must mandatorily be returned with the indication of any greater values the Exhibitor intends to insure with the “all-risk” policy, over and above the maximum amounts already envisioned, whose cost is included in the registration fee.

Should the Exhibitor be in possession of his own “all-risk” insurance, valid for Trade Fairs and Shows, with a clause of renunciation for recourse against the Organiser, Fiera Roma Srl, Fiera Roma SpA, and its subsidiary and associate companies and any third parties involved in organisation of the Event, the “all-risk” policy prepared by Fiera Roma Srl may be excluded, following presentation of a special statement signed by the legal representative of the company and their Insurance Company, that the aforementioned goods are covered by an all-risk policy, for an amount not inferior to the amount in the Fiera Roma Srl Insurance.

Concerning the above dispositions, the Organiser and Fiera Roma Srl decline any responsibility for damages of any type or kind sustained by the Exhibitor or by third parties or caused by facts and/or due to the fault of the Exhibitor himself, or his personnel, by events of any nature and/or by third parties, except for those exclusively imputable to the organisation of the event, for which the Organiser is responsible.

16. EXEMPTION FROM RESPONSIBILITY

Concerning the dispositions of Article 15 above, the Organiser and Fiera Roma Srl decline any responsibility for damages of any type or kind sustained by the Exhibitor or by third parties or caused by facts and/or due to the fault of the Exhibitor himself, or his personnel, by events of any nature and/or by third parties, except for those exclusively imputable to the organisation of the event, for which the Organiser is responsible.

17. SERVICES OFFERED BY THE EXPO CENTRE

Fiera Roma Srl makes support services available to Exhibitors to improve the utilisation of stands within the ambit of the Event.

In this connection, the forms to book these services will be sent: some of the services are obligatory, while others are elective.

18. PROMOTION AND PUBLICITY

It is not permitted to perform any commercial communications activities or publicity outside the stand areas assigned and in any case outside the pavilions (this concerns printed or stamped materials and any form of video and/or audio publicity).

19. PHOTOGRAPHS, VIDEO/FILM SHOOTINGS AND DRAWINGS

Private parties, visitors and Exhibitors may not photograph, make video and film shootings and drawings inside the pavilions, unless they are in possession of a special authorisation from the Operations Office of Polistudio Srl. The Organiser and Fiera Roma Srl may photograph any stand and use the reproductions without any right of recourse on the part of anyone.

20. LOUDSPEAKERS AND AUDIO TRANSMISSIONS

Within the Exhibitors’ own stands, audio transmissions are permissible, including the use of radios, televisions and video recorders, providing they do not disturb neighbouring stands (max 85 decibels) and the relative procedures have been completed at the Rome SIAE Agency.

The Organiser and Fiera Roma Srl may use the loudspeakers installed in the Expo Centre for official communications and/or in the event of emergency.

21.OPERATION OF MACHINERY EXHIBITED

The machinery and systems may function without limits, providing:

• They do not disturb adjacent stands and visitors due to loud noise, heat, vibrations, pollution from solvents, etc.

• They are placed at a distance of no less than 100 cm from the border of the stand.

• They respond to the Directives in force of the European Community relative to machine safety (98/37/CE). The CE marking must therefore be displayed on said machinery, with the characteristics envisioned by the directive.

If it is necessary to operate with safety devices deactivated due to demonstrations, inspections or maintenance, the Exhibitor will adopt appropriate safety measures (mobile barriers, rigid protective screens, etc.) to ensure a level of protection equivalent to the level required by norms. Protective devices removed must in any case be placed alongside the machines, in a visible position.

For operating machines and systems, for which a test run is required in accordance with the law, a special certificate must be obtained from the competent Authority (ISPESL-ASL) to be exhibited in the event of inspection by the relevant Authorities and by the appointed bodies.

The Exhibitors accept all responsibility for damages to persons or property due to operation of the machinery exhibited in their stands.

Any situations of danger seen by the appointed bodies will involve the automatic suspension of the power supply until normal conditions of safety are restored.

22. REMOVAL OF STANDS – DAMAGES CAUSED BY EXHIBITORS

Following closure of the event, the stands must be freed of all materials within the term foreseen. If this does not take place, Fiera Roma Srl will accept no responsibilities for the goods and materials deposited at the stand and reserves the right to proceed with their removal and storage, without any responsibility and at the expense, risk and danger of the non-fulfilling company.

The stands must be returned to the organising Company in the condition they were received in at the time of delivery. It is mandatory for the Exhibitors to inform the Organiser, in any case, of the condition of their stands at the time of their return and to provide, at their own expense, for the works necessary to restore the stands to their former condition. The organiser may also proceed with these works as a matter of duty, at the expense, risk and on behalf of the Exhibitor, should the Exhibitor fail to do so within the appropriate time allocated.

23. PAYMENT OF STATEMENT OF ACCOUNT – EXIT COUPONS

In the days immediately prior to closure of the event, the Fiera Roma Srl administration, which acts as a Treasury for the event, will provide for recapitulation of all the invoices issued for services and supplementary supplies, as well as for any other charges. The statement of account will be delivered directly to the Exhibitor’s stand.

Payment must be made by presenting the statement of account to the bank branch operating in the expo centre. Upon payment, the “exit coupons” will be validated, which – when they have been filled out – must be shown to the surveillance guards at the gates for exit from the expo centre. In the event of failure to pay the amount due, the exit coupons will not be issued. The coupons will be issued to the participants only when they have made payment for any amounts due.

24. SAFETY IN THE STANDS

When Exhibitors acquire their stands they activate a working environment in it and are required to observe on the premises, in setting up, removal and management of the stand, towards their employees, collaborators, visitors and the employees of the companies they may avail themselves of and in general all persons who have access to the stand, all norms on the prevention of accidents (contained in Presidential Decree 547 of 27.4.1955) and safety in the workplace (contained in Presidential Decree n° 303 of 19.3.1956) as well as the norms concerning the organisation of work, protection and prevention (contained in Legislative Decree n° 626 of 19.9.1994 and the successive modifications and integrations)-

Should it become apparent to Exhibitors, during assembly and disassembly of the stand, except for maintenance of escape routes, consisting of walkways, that some actions, due to technical requirements that cannot be foregone, may interfere with third parties, constituting risks in areas other than their own stands, each Exhibitor will be responsible for coordinating their action with the parties responsible for the adjacent stands involved, whose names are available at the Organiser’s office.

An extract of the emergency management plan of the Expo Centre will be supplied for the parts relative to situations of risk in the pavilions where their assigned stands are located. The complete document relative to the entire Expo Centre is available at Fiera Roma Srl, in accordance with the indications shown on the extract of the emergency management plan.

It is recommended that Exhibitors’ collaborators and the employees of any contractors be advised of the rules and dispositions in force at the Expo Centre as well as the indications concerning the emergency plan and all useful safety information provided.

Exhibitors are also reminded that relations with their suppliers (for the installation of stands and outsourced personnel of the Exhibiting company) must respect Legislative Decree n° 626 of 19.9.1994 and the successive modifications and integrations, with regard to the provisions of Article 7, in connection with the tender or works contract.

The Exhibitor must also communicate – through the special form that will be included in the “Exhibitors’ Folder” – the name(s) of the person(s) responsible for the stand during the phases of moving, exhibition and disassembly and, for all of the organisational aspects, the name of the company  that will be responsible for all of the aforementioned phases. The Exhibitor will be fully responsible for the coordination and verification that the requirements of the norm are satisfied.

The exhibitor is responsible for observance of all of the above-mentioned dispositions and relieves, upon signature hereof, Fiera Roma Srl and the Organiser from any request for damages advanced by any third party due to failure to observe the law.

Responsibilities

The Exhibitors are penally and civilly responsible, in the event of negligence, malice or even slight fault, for any damaged caused to any party, as a result of their participation in the Event, by their employees, by materials or equipment introduced to the Expo Centre. Exhibitors must communicate, through the special form to be included in the “Exhibitors’ Folder”, the name of the party responsible for the service of prevention and protection and responsible for the safety of the stand during the phases of moving, exhibition and disassembly.

25. CASES OF FORCE MAJEURE

In the event of force majeure or, in any case, for reasons independent of the will of the Organiser, the date of the Event may be changed and it may even be cancelled.

In the latter case, the Organiser will divide the residual financial burdens among the Exhibitors, in proportion to the sums paid for the area rented and within the limits of the advance cautionary deposit, after having absolved their commitments towards third parties and covering the expenses for organisation.

Any sums available will then be returned proportionately to the Exhibitors.

The expenses for systems and/or special installations performed on order of the Exhibitors will be entirely defrayed by the Exhibitors.

The Organiser will not be required to perform any greater obligations towards Exhibitors than those foreseen in these regulations. With their participation in the Event, the Exhibitors renounce to recourse against the Organiser, the Operations Office and Fiera Roma Srl for damages or indemnities imputable, even indirectly, to force majeure or fortuitous causes.

26. CLAUSE OF RESCISSION

The contract for participation at the IAE is subject to rescission in the event of failure to issue the authorisations prescribed by law to conduct the event. This renunciation must be communicated in writing to each Exhibitor.

27. MODIFICATIONS TO THE REGULATIONS

The Organiser reserves the right to establish – even as an exception to these General Regulations – the norms and dispositions deemed opportune to best regulate the expo event and relative services. These norms and dispositions, included in the Technical Regulations, have the same value as these Regulations and are therefore mandatory. In the event of failure to fulfil the prescriptions of these Regulations, the Organiser reserves the right to expel participants from the expo.

If this occurs, the Exhibitor will not have the right to reimbursements or indemnities of any kind.

28. TREATMENT OF PERSONAL INFORMATION

Exhibitors have the rights established by Article 13 of Law n° 675 of 31st December 1996 on the treatment of personal data.

The information gathered by IAE  Srl, owner of the treatment, will be utilised for the organisation of the trade fair event and for statistical and promotional purposes, including conventions. In conformity with the dispositions of Article 10 of Law n° 675/96, by signing these General Regulations, the Exhibitors consent to the collection and treatment of the information by the Organiser and Fiera Roma Srl, responsible for the Treasury and technical assistance, and any third parties involved in the organisation of the event.

29. COMPETENT COURT

The exclusively competent court for any controversies that may arise between the Organiser and the Exhibitor concerning the interpretation and performance of this contract is the Court of Rome. In the judgements to which the TRASCOM EXPO SRL /Fiera di Roma Srl is a party, the latter recognises the Court of Rome as the exclusively competent court.
